W Visiting policy per patient: Once a day up to 30 minutes, maximum of 3 visitors per day.
W Visitors: Relatives or persons equivalent to relatives (hereafter referred to as "relative, etc.")
and accompanying persons.
* Please be sure to bring your ‘Permission Slip' previously provided by the hospital.
* The accompanying person may visit only when accompanying a relative, etc. who has a
‘Permission Slip'.
* As a general rule, children under 2 years of age are not allowed to visit.
Bl Place available for visits: Patient room or Day Room
* Both patients and visitors should wear masks. Non-woven masks are recommended.
* Eating and drinking are prohibited during visits.
W How to visit: @ Apply for visitation at the Security Office “BOUSAI SENTAA”.
(2 Submit the visitor application form with your ‘Permission Slip' to receive
a card holder with neck strap before coming to the ward.
(3 After arriving at the ward, please notify the nurse in the staff station.
(@ When you leave, only return the card holder with neck strap to the return
box located at the exit of the Security Office.
